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Notice to Presenters (for Online Sessions):

Various online sessions and digital poster presentations instead of on-site sessions are
scheduled at the TGSW 2020. The presentation materials used in online sessions are going
to be posted and distributed on the Internet. Therefore, compared with conventional
lectures and on-site poster sessions, online sessions require presenters to pay closer
attention to the contents of their presentation materials.

Therefore, presenters of online sessions should confirm the following when you prepare

your presentation materials.

O Preventing fraudulent research activities

There should be no falsification or fabrication of data, no plagiarism of essays and

theses, and no fraudulent use of others’ ideas.

Posting unpublished data and contents
It should be noted that if you post data and contents for which intellectual
property rights have not been applied, you may not be able to obtain such rights

after your presentation.

Quoting existing text, charts, tables, etc.

The Copyright Act permits quoting a published work in a manner consistent with fair
practices within a scope that is justifiable in terms of the purpose of the quote.
When quoting a published work, you must ensure that there is a master-subordinate
relationship in terms of both quantity and quality between the quote and your own
work, and the quote is clearly separated from your own text.

You must clearly indicate your sources (including titles, names of authors, names of
publishers, names of journals, editions, volume numbers, issue numbers, and page
numbers).

When you quote a published work appropriately in accordance with the Copyright
Act, you do not need to obtain authorization from the copyright owner. However, in
some academic fields, when using charts, tables, etc., it is a common practice to
acquire authorization for “transmission to the public” from the copyright owner (the
author or the publisher to which the copyright has been transferred) in advance. Such
a practice should be followed. For example, ELSEVIER’s website
(https://www.elsevier.com/about/policies/copyright/permissions) allows users to

apply for permission to use various published works for various purposes.




O Copyright of your own work
When these and other works are published, copyrights are transferred to publishers
in many cases. In such a case, you should confirm with the publisher that written
permission for reproduction and transmission to the public has been obtained.

When a copyright is transferred to a publisher, academic society, etc., the following
rights are deemed to be transferred in general (even if this depends on the content of
the contract, rules for submission, etc.).

1. Rights relating to reproducing works (right of reproduction)

2. Rights relating to communicating to the public (stage performance right, musical
performance right, right of on-screen presentation, right to transmit to the
public, right to make available for transmission, right to communicate to the
public, recitation right, exhibition right)

3. Rights relating to making works available to the public (right of transfer, right to
rent out, distribution right)

However, you need to confirm, on a case-by-case basis, whether or not the rights
relating to the creation or exploitation of derivative works (works created by
translating, reformulating, or otherwise adapting pre-existing works) are also

transferred to the publisher, etc.
